These can de used alone or with a variety
of borders for ornamentation. The circle monogram fonts have 3
character typés: left, center, and right.

Characters know which characters on the keyboard produce
each of the characters or symbols in the
font. On tze last page, you'll find a
Keystroke Sheet, which shows which keystrcxke
(key on the keyboard) yields (or will
engrave) the character shown.

Special Symbols The most cczmon symbol used in designing
monograms is the diamond swvmbol. It is
engraved by typing a pair c¢f quotation ma:zxs
in your line of copy, usually between the

¢ left and rizat Circle Monocram characters.
The keystrcks you use for typing this
character is shown on the Xeystroke Sheet.

Strrounding Letters Each of the character comcinations you tyrce

with Boxes, Ovals, can be surrcunded with decorative shapes.

ané Circles. Shown below are some samples, with an
explanation on when you can use them. The
keystrokes for each of the symbols are
located on the Keystroke Sheet.

Single Oval

Here's an example of the Single Oval shape.
It can be used with a left and right letter
only. To set up the copy, type the left aznd
the right character, followed by the
asterisk (*).




Double Oval

The Double Oval shape can also be used to
surrounc letters. Agzia, only a left and
right lstter can be used. To type the copy,
type the characters, Z:llowed be the asterisk
and the nyphen (*-).

Single Circle
The Single Circle can surround a left, center

an¢ rignt character. To type the copyv, type
the keystrokes followe: by the left Kern Key.

Double Circle

A Double Circle shape can surround a left,
center and right character. To type the copy,
type the keystrokes, followed by a left and
right Kern (<>).

Box

You can also frame 3 canter characters with a
double-lined Box. Each center character
within the box must be separated with a
space. To draw the Bcx, end the line of copy
with an "at" sign (@).
